Directions:
To Lisbon Country Stables: 

From 395N:  Take exit 83A. Take a left onto 169.  1.2 mi to stop sign and go straight through. Go 1.3 mi and take left on Kimball Rd. Lisbon Country Stables are 1.1 mi on your right.

From 395S:  Take exit 84N onto Route 12N/River Rd.  0.7 miles to traffic light; take a left onto Route 138/Newent Rd.  At stop sign, take a sharp right onto Route 169N/Burnham Rd.  Go 1.3 miles and take a left onto Kimball Rd.  Lisbon Country Stables are 1.1 mile on your right.

From Voluntown and RI: Take 138 west out of Voluntown. Travel about 9 miles past 395 to Jewett City. At the light take a left onto Route 12/138. Cross the bridge and at the next light take right onto 138 west.  .  At stop sign, take a sharp right onto Route 169N/Burnham Rd.  Go 1.3 miles and take a left onto Kimball Rd.  Lisbon Country Stables are 1.1 mile on your right.

The arena is on the right, behind the garage.  DRIVE SLOWLY; there are children and animals on the property.

Please…

* If you are unsure, ask your instructor which class you should register for.

   Remember, instructor approval is required to advance to the next level. 

* Be considerate of the property/owners so that we may continue to rent these facilities.

* Clean up after your dog. Failure to do so will result in dismissal from class for the remainder of the session, without a refund.

* Drive slowly.  Failure to do so will result in dismissal from class for the remainder of the session, without a refund.

* Keep barking to a minimum.

* Leash your dog, inside and out, unless working on equipment. 

* When you arrive for class, report to your instructor to see if your assistance is needed to move equipment. Do this every week, before taking your dogs out!  ALL students are expected to help with set up and/or break down.
* Remember, agility is supposed to be FUN for you and your dog.  Keep things positive…NO physical or harsh

  verbal corrections.  If you need help, ask your instructor!

SNEAK Agility Class Descriptions

Foundations: For dogs older than 4 months.  Emphasis will be on foundation skills needed to get you and your dog started off on the right paw. Body awareness, targeting, plank work and flat work using nontraditional agility equipment will be introduced.  Focus and motivation using games, toys and food will be included.  Obedience for agility will also be incorporated.
Basic II:  For dogs who have successfully completed Basic I, or at the discretion of the instructor.  Obstacles will slowly be raised to regulation height.  Short sequences will be used to learn and perfect handling maneuvers and increase dog’s confidence on equipment.  Basic obedience skills are required (particularly coming when called), as dogs will be working off leash.  Because a solid foundation is essential for success in this sport, it is expected that many teams will repeat this class.   
Performance:  For dogs who have successfully completed Intermediate, or at the discretion of the instructor.  Dogs entering this level are expected to be confident negotiating all obstacles at competition level, including weave poles.  Emphasis will be on learning complex handling maneuvers and building team skills using both short sequences and full, competition level courses.  The various agility association games may also be included.  This class may be repeated.

Competition I, II:  For dogs who have successfully completed a Performance or Competition level class, or at the discretion of the instructor.  This class is for teams that are actively competing or performing at an equivalent level.  Emphasis will be on sharpening handling skills and timing, using full course work.   

Handling for Competition: This class is designed to familiarize handlers and the dogs to some of the newer, different and latest sequences that are starting to show up at trials.  These include such things as back side of a jump, tricky weave entries, tough contact approaches and exits, and 270's among others.  Class is open to dogs who are proficient on all obstacles at the open/advanced level of competition and above.
 

Sequencing for Performance and Novice Dogs: This class is designed to give handlers and their dogs an opportunity to work sequences and "break down" various handling steps. This class is open to dogs who are able to work all obstacles and are either working at the Performance level or are already competing at the Novice level.
